A While the CWA has had many triumphs, 100,000
tons of toxic industrial wastes are still dumped
Into rivers annually. 40% of surface and
groundwater is deemed unsafe. Less than 2% of
U.S. streams are considered "high quality" under
CWA regulations. Fish caught in over 1400
waterways cannot be eaten due to toxic
substances.
